Cross Country Parent Duty Agreement and Privacy Statement – 2009/10  

Werribee Little Athletics Centre (WLAC) is managed and operated by volunteer parents.  Our Athletics program requires assistance of at least 11 parents each competition day to ensure the smooth and efficient running of the activities.

Duty this season is compulsory and will require each family to be rostered on for at least 2 weeks (plus an emergency week).   You must nominate your duty prior to any acceptance of Registration.

Failure to fulfill your scheduled duty for the duration of the day’s proceedings will result in your child not being allowed to compete on the day and/or no points will be allocated to your child for that day’s competition.

No experience is necessary.  Duty parents are required weekly by 8.30am to assist.  Please report to the Ticket writing table to sign in for your duty.
If your child/children register on behalf of Werribee Little Athletics to compete at the Cross Country Regional or State Championships, parent duty is a compulsory condition of registration. 

Please note: It is the responsibility and requirement of each parent, to be present at the venue, to supervise their child.  Under no circumstances is it acceptable for a child to be at the venue without parent/guardian or nominated supervision.
Spectators are not permitted to walk, run, cycle, skate, etc along side any athlete on either the inside or outside of the course whilst an event is in progress.

Codes of Behaviour: (a very brief outline/expectations)

All children (regardless of ability) are here to participate, make friends, enjoy and improve their skills and general well-being.  Sportsmanship, appropriate language (no swearing), respect of the rules and Officials decisions by both children and parents is of utmost priority.  Positively encourage children’s efforts rather than results, and avoid “forcing” a child to do something they really don’t want to.  Support your own and other children with an appropriate level of barracking. Treat others in the way that you wish to be treated.
By signing this declaration, you agree to undertake your rostered Saturday morning duties.  If for reasons of work or family circumstance you are unable to commit to duty, you must contact Mark De Girolamo on 0459 067 631 prior to that days competition.  A list will be maintained to ensure that all families do their share of duty.  Please make contact with Mark De Girolamo to discuss your situation if you have any concerns with any of the above.
